Recent graduates over 17 may still apply. While there is no formal language requirement, participants should 
have basic conversational Spanish skills prior to departure. Students will be encouraged to continue 
developing their language abilities throughout the program, with more advanced speakers enjoying plenty of 
opportunities to practice during group activities and community interactions.

A valid U.S. passport is required to participate, but a Spanish visa is not necessary. The program fee does not 
include airfare, optional excursions, or spending money. All meals will be provided except when traveling to 
and from the host country and during optional excursions.
